The
Wonderfund was created to tackle this inequity by removing all financial and
practical barriers for state schools, offering free access to world-class theatre
at a time of shrinking budgets. With only a quarter of primary-aged children
attending the theatre and research confirming the profound educational,
emotional and social benefits of live performance, the Wonderfund is not

simply a programme — it is an intervention. *
